H ere are the rules for doing problems with more than one
math function.  Do parentheses, exponents &  roots, 
multiplication &  division, addition &  subtraction in 
that order:

1) D o Parentheses:
( 3 + 4 ) x 22 = 28

2)   Exponents and roots:
22 x 4 = 16      16 + 2 = 6

3)   Multiplication or D ivision (left to right):

3 + 4  x 2 = 11

3)   Addition or Subtraction (left to right):

4 + 2  - 3 = 3

Absolute Zero
It is the coldest possible temperature when all molecule
motion stops.  I f we look at solids, liquids, and gasses we
know that they are determined by molecule motion or the
lack of motion.  T he absolute zero thus determined 
is -273.15 degrees C  (-459.67 degrees F).  T his 
temperature is the zero point of the absolute K elvin
degree and R ankine temperature scales.  T he fact that
absolute zero is unattainable in any real process is know 
as the T hird Law of T hermodynamics.
